
Route 1: Amulree, Kenmore, Ben Lawers, Aberfeldy & Dunkeld 

1.) This route forms a figure of eight, 

passing through farmland, woodland and 

high hills.  The roads are lesser A and B 

with substantial  single-track sections. 

Where possible we have  chosen the 

more  challenging,  but  quieter and 

most scenic alternatives.  

2.) Heading west from Perth, youõll  

leave the busy A85 and take country 

roads to the Sma Glen. Amulree to 

Kenmore is single track: well worth it 

for the views down Glen Quaich and 

ahead over to Schiehallion.   

3.) From Kenmore youõll drive through 

Fortingall with its famous Yew tree,  

hotel and thatched cottages then along 

Glen Lyon, around Ben Lawers to Loch 

Tay; narrow roads and great views. 

Then from Killin along the south east 

side (single track) of Loch Tay with 

views over the loch to Ben Lawers.  

4.) Through Kenmore again, this time 

youõll head to Aberfeldy and Dunkeld, 

cross the A9 for country lanes through 

Caputh and Stanley before a short 

section of dual carriage -way to Perth.

gifts. Crannog Centre, Kenmore Inn
