Pause a while and take in the
magni ficent Vi ews:
back along Glen Quaich (pictured
right), and as you skirt round the
base of Schiehallion (below). To get
any higher you need to stop and hill -
climb the hard way.

4.) A day of contrasts as you return
through the rolling farmland and
berry -fields around Blairgowrie.
