lovely stretch of the A826 to
Aberfeldy then along to Kenmore at
the eastern end of Loch Tay.
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find the single -track road along the
southern banks of Loch Earn to St
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Comrie and then quiet country lanes
to Crieff and home to Perth.

There are numerous attractions and
facilities en -route; in Aberfeldy,
Kenmore, Killin, Lochearnhead, St.
Fillans, Comrie and Crieff.
