3.) Around the East Neuk of Fife are
a string of picturesque small villages
with their beaches and harbours. Buy
your fresh fish at the Quay-side or
have it ready cooked in one of the
many restaurants.

4.) To avoid the busy industrial
corner of Fife and the M90 motor-
way, vyou' Il cut nort
Lomond Hills to Falkland, another
charming village with its ancient

palace, before returning to Perth.
