
Route 17: Glenshee, Braemar, Cockbridge, Tomintoul and back   

1.) This route takes you through the 

Glenshee and Lecht Ski Centres and 

includes the infamous Cockbridge to 

Tomintoul stretch. Covering some of 

Scotlandõs highest roads youõll see 

why theyõre so prone to being 

blocked by snow  every winter.  

2.) When clear of snow this route is 

great fun in any car. It could have 

been specially designed for exploring 

the Caterhamõs abilities; twists and 

turns all the way with good visibility 

and a few long stretches. But beware 

stray sheep, deer and logging trucks.  

3.)From Blairgowrie you climbs into 

the Grampian mountains leaving farms 

and forestry behind, as you head 

through Glensheeõs roller-coaster 

ride to Braemar. Follow the river Dee 

for a few miles before heading north 

via the Lecht to Tomintoul.  

4.) Grab a coffee at Bridge of Cally, 

Spittal of Glenshee, the Ski Centre,  

or  Braemar  and  maybe  lunch  in  

Tomintoul before you retrace your 

tracks back to Perth. This is one trip 

youõll want to repeat again and again 

if fantastic roads are your priority.
